NASA informal education rep (field centers) and 7 Regional planetarium reps

Broker/facilitator

Planetarian help define events, not just NASA

Planetarian regionals have a designated NASA contact for these programs

Process (action plan)

NASA/GLPA make a model

Document existing connections and best practices

Create a skills roster

Include in skills roster a list of existing programs that planetarians use

Develop database of NASA funded researchers in our communities

Regional newsletters

Planetarium regional assoc. need a reason to organize enough to find an infrastructure to conduit
